Meeting Notes, 5-30-06

President Larry Tubbs was delayed in calling our
meeting to order as the gathering of members and
guests was considerably under the usual number.
About 7:20, he gave his usual greeting and
sounding of the bell. The comparatively smaller
attending membership quickly followed Glenn
Puyear in the Pledge of Allegiance, Ike Stevens in
the Four-Way Test and Marvin Pollard in singing
the Rotary Prayer.

Bob Leith introduced our visitors: Lee Ann Nultt,
program speaker; Lindsey Taylor, representing the
Denton Outlaws baseball team, Mike Robie, making
his second visit as a prospective member; and Mary
Saunders, who has made her application for
membership and has been approved by the Board.
Induction next Tuesday. The Sgt-at-arms’ wisdom
for the day was a poem “The Touch of Human
Hands,” which was affirmed by applause. The
weekly lottery drawing was the ticket of Judy
Willis, but her choice of card from the dwindling
deck was not a joker.

Announcements and business

Bob Pettit commented that his impression was that
the flag distribution and pick-up (some teams were
scheduled to pick-up today) had gone without any
serious incidents. Generally, members seemed to
agree, with some passing along complimentary
remarks from subscribers and an on-the-spot request
to begin a subscription.

Yesi relayed to us an e-mail message from one of
the GSE team members who was hosted by Yesi.
The message was highly positive in its message of
appreciation for Rotarian hosting, entertainment and
unreserved welcome. On a personal note, Yesi
concluded, the message read: “You are my best
American Friend.” And with that, we affirm R.1.’s
long-established goal of international goodwill
through person-to-person fellowship by exchange
programs.

Pres.Elect Darhyl Ramsey will preside over a
joint meeting of the present Bd. of Directors and
the 2006-07 Board on Thursday, June 15" at
6:00 p.m. Some concern was expressed that this
would conflict with the taking up of flags for
“Flag Day” (6-14-06)

Eric Burns, Chairman of Club Service,
announced he would be preparing a schedule for
program responsibility for the next several
weeks and any member with a program idea
should contact him in the next couple of days.
Tommy Brewer reminded members that earlier
this year we had indicated the club would
support the Denton Outlaws baseball team as
they compete in the Texas Collegiate League.
He called on Lindsey Taylor to speak about the
local team. Rotarians then selected the evening
of June 6™ (opening night) to attend as a group.
The game is 7:30 p.m. at the Denton Ryan H.S.
baseball field against the Coppell Copperheads.
Admission is $4.00.

Program

Father Charles King introduced the program
presenter, Dr. Lee Ann Nutt, who serves as
Provost (chief administrative officer) at the
Corinth Campus of the North Central Texas
College. Dr. Nuitt’s early life has been

influenced by West Texas: born in Borger, high
school in Amarillo and all three university
degrees at Texas Tech University (bachelor’s in
business management, master’s and doctorate in
higher education administration). She has been
very involved in community organizations such
as the Denton Chamber of Commerce. She is
proudest, however, of her role as a mom.

Lee Ann Nutt spoke passionately and
informatively about the responsibilities and
challenges with which the NCTC three-county
institution is charged. With campuses in Bowie,
Gainesville, Lewisville and Corinth residents of
Montague, Cooke and Denton counties are
within easy travel to a two-year college for
higher education. The dual offerings of two-year
colleges are: a transfer curriculum preparing
students to transfer to a four-year institution
with the goal of a Baccalaureate Degree, and a
terminal curriculum which prepares students to
go into the workforce directly from the
Community College experience. Dr. Nultt
reported research supporting findings that
students enrolling in two-year colleges pay
significantly less in fees per credit-hour than
those in four-year institutions.

Speaking specifically about the Corinth campus,
Dr. Nutt gave us both the good and bad news:
“we’re growing.” Growth means the expense of
more facilities, equipment, teachers and support
staff. Growth means more income, the opening
of a broader list of course offerings and possible
outreach to students through unconventional and
experimental learning styles.

Lee Ann mentioned the “open door” policy of
admission to higher education through a two-
year college — admission is granted to anyone
who applies. She did emphasize, however, that
all programs are not “open”, there being pre-
requisites in some areas.

Dr. Nutt also noted that most community
colleges work through Continuing Education
courses to satisfy the needs of local citizens who
seek knowledge without the goal of a degree or
certificate and also open their facilities to

cultural and fine arts enhancement of a
communities’ citizens.

She concluded her program by looking into the
future. NCTC is developing partnerships with
school districts and local communities to improve
our student’s Math skills and to offer instruction
and training for police and firemen. She recognized
Ike Stevens as an active member in the NCTC
Foundation board and their significant fund-raising
for scholarships.

Questions were answered in regard to faculty
recruitment processes, the anticipated impact of
public transportation (busses & trains) and the
success of the baseball team.

Our members gave Dr. Nutt a rousing ovation for
the program and her contributions in community-
academia service.
